Paying dues on time will allow us
to operate more efficiently and ensure a smooth opening of the Pool as well as ensure that
the Tennis Courts are maintained in the appropriate manner.

Summary of 2009 and looking forward to 2010

Well, this proved to be a mixed year for NFC. In 2009, we were still cleaning up from Hurri-
cane lke, deluged by unbelievable flooding, and then faced with the exponentially increasing
costs of our rapidly aging pool, electrical and clubhouse facilities. Thank goodness for the
resurfaced tennis courts, which continue to be a bright spot at NFC! Our new pool company
is also a shining star of the Summer of 2009 with great customer service and attention to
NFC's needs as a large, kid-friendly swimming community.

As you can see from the proposed 2010 budget (delivered with your 2010 proxy), the NFC
is struggling to stay afloat financially. If we take our expenditures and divide by our number
of members, we spent an average of $1,100 per family in 2010 - in comparison to the $800
membership for most families. This means we are forced to come up with $296 per family in
revenue from other, non-membership sources.

We had hoped (and budgeted) for 333 members (not including seniors) this year, but unfor-
tunately attracted only 320 members (including seniors). The costs for cleaning up lke in
early 2009 were greater than expected, and we face the perennial issue of rising costs as-
sociated with the pool - rising minimum wage and significant increases in the pool company
contract (in spite of reduced hours). Our most significant issue is the costs of updating and
maintaining our aging facility - the electrical systems (tennis and pool), the slide upgrade,
and the clubhouse. As much as we try to address significant problems with our facilities, we
have many more expensive problems than the ability to pay for those costs. In short, our
club is at a major crossroad in determining our future, solvent priorities.

On a positive note, our club has an amazingly dedicated and energetic membership. Spear-
headed by dads in the neighborhood, our Project Playground was an amazing transforma-
tion of our flooded playground. The playground was completely rebuilt from the sand to the
turrets and looks magnificent, and is, most importantly, now safe for our kids! Camp Notting-
ham was a huge hit with better revenue than expected. The Nottingham Forest Sharks
swam with great success and our tennis program for kids continues to be in swing thanks to
Keith and Pierre. And many thanks to Ginny Ebben and her team for the highlight of
November - the NFC Turkey Trot which raised over $6,000 dedicated to overall club

costs. To date, the annual Turkey Trots have raised over $14,000 for NFC !

In budgeting for this year, we are planning on stagnant membership at best. We are adjust-
ing our budget accordingly by decreasing salaries and evaluating all club expenditures. The
2010 Board of Directors will be focusing on driving membership and evaluating a major
fundraising campaign to update our facilities to make it more attractive for members and
clubhouse rentals. At this important juncture, where our operating costs are far out-
weighing our revenue, we need YOUR talent, energy and expertise - You as a NFC
member are needed to help engineer this process. If you are interested in joining the

NFC Board and/or spearheading efforts in 2010, please join us. Our club is such an
amazing open space in West Houston - let's hope we can guide through another dec-
ade!
