Here is
a list of accomplishments and a list of future projects. If you missed your opportunity to volunteer,
there will be more workdays planned soon.

Accomplished:
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Weeding, pruning and mulching the front of the park, sports court, tennis, and pool areas;
Trimmed tall palms near the tennis courts and pool;

Repaired several lights in the tennis court/pool area;
